Study Questions 

 

1) [1 Corinthians 15:17-26] Read this passage together—it 

continues from where Pastor Glen started early in the sermon. 

What resonates most with you in this passage? 

What kinds of enemies might be Jesus conquering on His way 

to conquering death? (Consider things over which He has 

power if we give them over to Him.) 

 

 

2) [Luke 24:1-7] Imagine yourself in the place of these women 

visiting Jesus’s tomb. They expected to deal with the mess of 

death while also still grieving bitterly. But instead, their 

greatest sorrow has been erased: Jesus lives! What is the 

greatest sorrow in your life right now? How is that sorrow 

erased in the light of eternity with Jesus and His church? 

 

 

3) [John 20:24-25] What are some reasons people doubt the 

Resurrection? 

What has led you to believe? 

 

 

4) [Mark 10:33-34] From the sermon: “If Jesus says he’s going 

to die and then rise again and then keeps that promise, I’m 

going to have a tendency to believe the other promises that he 

makes.” What are some other promises of Jesus that come to 

mind? 

 

 

5) [Ephesians 1:18-20] What do you most need Jesus to 

conquer in your life right now?
